1. Scope of Work
The selected service provider shall provide the following services:
1.1 Time Chartering of Barge Vessel
· Charter a barge vessel on a time charter basis at Rotterdam Port.
· The barge must be capable of carrying bulk lubricant oils in compliance with IMO and EU regulations for hazardous materials (if applicable).
· Vessel specifications: 
· Capacity: 400 metric tons or above, with 3 pairs of tanks and fully independent pipelines; at a minimum, the three main oil grades must have dedicated pipelines. Any proposed adjustments must be explicitly stated in the bid.
· Type: Inland barge suitable for Rhine/Rotterdam waterways
· Equipment: Pumps, heating systems (if required for viscosity), and safety features for bulk oil transfer.
· Availability: Immediate or within 30 days of contract award. Availability: Immediate or within 30 days of contract award. If the proposal barge not available within 30 days, please provide temporarily plan to start within a month. 
· Charter Duration: 24 months, renewable.
· Operations: The barge will be used for storage and delivery of bulk lubricants within Rotterdam and nearby ports.
1.2 Handling of Packed Products from Singapore to Rotterdam
· Sinopec will handle export from Singapore.
· Service Provider Responsibilities: 
· Import container clearance at Rotterdam Port, including customs documentation, duties, and inspections.
· Land transport from Rotterdam Port to a bonded warehouse.
· Provision of bonded warehouse services: Bonded warehouse hub at Rotterdam. Secure storage for packed lubricants (e.g. Intermediate Bulk Container (IBC), drums, pails), inventory management, and compliance with EU bonded warehouse regulations.
1.3 Collection from Bonded warehouse
· Upon receipt of orders from the Sinopec, arrange delivery of packed products to the chartered barge or designated vessel.
1.4 Collections from Antwerp
· Bulk Replenishment: Replenish bulk lubricant oils to the chartered barge via road tanker from Antwerp blending plant. Includes loading, transport and unloading to barge tanks.
· Packed Products: Collect bulk lubricants from Antwerp blending plant and direct delivery to supply port. Includes pumping capability.  
· Packed Products: Collect packed lubricants from Antwerp blending plant and transport to the bonded warehouse in Rotterdam for storage and further distribution.
· Packed Products: Collect packed lubricants from Antwerp blending plant and direct delivery to supply port. 
4.4 General Requirements
· Compliance: All services must adhere to international standards, EU regulations, and local port authority rules.
· Insurance: Provider must carry adequate marine, cargo, and liability insurance. 
· Reporting: Monthly reports on operations, inventory, and costs.
· Performance Metrics: 100% on-time delivery, zero incidents.
2. Eligibility Criteria
Bidders (or their nominated partners) must:
· Be registered entities with at least 3 years of experience in maritime chartering and logistics.
· Hold valid licenses for vessel operations in EU waters.
· Not be under any sanctions or legal disputes related to the industry.
